Gin started life in the early 17th century in Holland, although  
claims have been made that it was produced prior to this in Italy.   
 

WC Fields would start the day with two double martinis, enjoyed 
either side of his breakfast. He drank about two quarts of gin a day. 
 

Every Gin brand has its own unique fragrance; most consumers have 
probably only tasted a small number of the gin brands available. In 
ours there are more than 140 different Gin brands, from 15 
different countries; offering a wide spectrum of fragrances, using 
different botanicals and infusion methods in all shapes and sizes. 
 

Gin is distilled differently. Premium Gins are distilled 3 to 5 times to 
remove impurities; each brand has a unique formula that provides 
its special characteristics.

William of Orange prohibited the importing of alcohol to England in 
the early 18th Century encouraging the production and 
consumption of English Gin. The excessive consumption that 
followed gave rise to the name Gin Craze. 
 

In Holland Gin was produced as a medicine and sold in chemist 
shops to treat stomach complaints, gout and gallstones.

Adnams from grain to glass, their Copper House gin is distilled from 
three locally-grown grains: barley, wheat and oats. Adnams 
Masterbrewer, Fergus Fitzgerald, makes a beer 'wash' from these 
grains which is fermented to around 6% abv without the addition of 
hops. Their head distiller, John McCarthy, then takes this beer and 
puts it through a 'beer stripping' column which removes all the 
alcohols to create a 'low wine' (around 80 - 85% abv). The 'low 
wines' are subsequently distilled in our hand-made copper pot still 
and purified further in rectification columns to create a clean, pure 
spirit. Only the very purest portion of the spirit is drawn off; the 
finest cut. The spirit is then returned to the copper pot still to be 
redistilled and infused with thirteen carefully chosen botanicals. 
John spent several months experimenting with different blends to 
create the signature First Rate flavour with integrated aromas of 
juniper berries, spice and fresh citrus.

Best sherry casks are selected and the genever aged for a minimum 

of 60 months. The botanicals that are used in this Genever are 

juniper, liquorices root and aniseed among several others. The 

Genever is distilled from the finest selection of Malted Barley, Rye 

and Corn. The mash of these grains is distilled three times in a spot 

still after a week of fermentation. This gives this Old Genever a rich 

base for the botanicals. Very young casks give this genever very rich 

vanilla and toffee notes and a really silky smooth mouth feel.  

 
ZUIDAM  DRY (NLD)       44.5% £ 8.50 

Zuidam Dry Gin contains nine botanicals: Juniper berries and iris 
root from Italy, coriander from Morocco, angelica root, fresh sweet 
oranges and lemons from Spain, real whole bean vanilla from 
Madagascar, licorice root from India, cardamom pods from Ceylon. 
Unlike other gins, which add all the botanicals simultaneously, 
Zuidam distills each ingredient or botanical separately and then 
marries the nine different distillates together according to their 
secret recipe. Zuidam Gin is steeped in the tradition of family 
distilling in Holland and produces this world class, exceptionally high 
quality, small batch gin. Small batch production and individual 
ingredient distillation enhance the flavour and aromas.

Foxdenton don't add 

any colourants so the paleness is a result of the way they treat thier 

Sloes and that its all natural. On the nose, this Sloe Gin is quite 

"ginny." Foxdenton Sloe Gin is appreciably drier. They use less sugar 

so the end result is less like a liqueur but is still very easy to drink. 

Foxdenton make their Sloe Gin at 29% ABV. stronger than nearly all 

other Sloe gins, this does give rise to a higher costs but they think it 

gives this Sloe Gin real bite. So although Foxdenton only use Sloes 

Sugar and Gin as do the other makers they really do make a 

Recognisably Different Sloe Gin.

Made by Gordons, established in 1769 and is the definitive sloe gin.

From the House of Six, and B&G Sloe, the use of quality ingredients 
is unchanged and once again, it will suit those who prefer a sweeter 
infusion. Usually drunk neat, this Sticky after dinner gin uses the 
finest Damson berries and there natural sugar to produce this 
exceptional digistif. 
 

FOXDENTON BLACKJACK (GBR)    20%  £ 6.50 
Blackcurrant Gin was the third drink that Fox Denton tried to make 
and started as a simple trial using up some blackcurrants. 
As usual, less sugar was added than most recipes suggest. 
At first Fox Denton thought they had a failure but quite suddenly in 
the compounding process it transformed into a jewel like drink with 
an astringent kick that people often mistake for a strong alcohol 
content. In fact Blackjack has the lowest ABV of any of the Fox 
Denton drinks. 
 
KAMMERLINGS GINSENG (GBR)    33%  £ 7.50 

A speciality Infusion which was 5 years in the making. Infusing four 

different types of Ginseng, grapefruit peels, manuka honey as well 

as 38 other botanicals including juniper, Echinacea, ginkgo biloba 

and goji berries. Delicious both neat or mixed with bitter lemon or 

real lemonade, this is truly an exceptional product that everyone 

should try at least once.

The recipe was invented by the owner of a City of London oyster bar 
in the early nineteenth century. Originally there were other 
variations: No2 (whisky), No3 (brandy), No5 (bourbon) and No6 
(vodka). Not strictly a liqueur, Pimms is a gin-based drink, infused 
with aromatics and mixed with lemonade for consumption.  Pimms 
has powerful social associations with the English, or London, 
'season', and the sort of people who take part in events such as 
Henley, Ascot, May Balls and wherever else the young (and not so 
young) in-crowds gather.  
Connoisseurs insist that only adding champagne as opposed to 
lemonade, makes a true Pimms No1 Cup 
 
SLOEmotion Damson (GBR)     20%  £ 6.50 
The new DAMSON Gin has a rich plummy cherry flavour from the 
damson fruit and a hint of almond from the stone, with a drier finish 
than its sister SLOE Gin, and a strong warming glow, according to 
Jonathan Curtoys, managing director of SLOEmotion.

All the distinctive bottles and 
merchandise have a reference to the Red Lion distillery where the 
drink was produced. Felix Booth launched his gin in 1790.It is a 
domestic gin in the London Dry style (not sweet) 
 
BOWEN`S 1960’s (GBR)     £170   £Btl 
A dry unsweetened Gin of fine quality distilled and rectified in 
London. Prepared as Originally in 1853. 
 

CURTIS 1960’s (GBR)      £175   £Btl 
As with the others, one of a kind. Not a lot is known about the Gin 
or its origins, except for it was previously from the house of Stepney. 
 

SEAGERS 1970’s (GBR)     £192   £Btl 
The company was founded in 1805 as a partnership between James 
Lys Seager and William Evans. Both were young men, in their 
twenties, when the company was formed. Their first distillery 
was Millbank Distillery sited near the banks of 
the Thames in London, where it remained for over a century. 
 
SUNTORY DRY 95 PROOF 1960’s (JPN)  £199   £Btl 
Japanese gin with ten kinds of raw material, beginning with 
grassroots veneer orange flavors mellow and refreshing taste 
created to examine the material thoroughly.

A dry gin bottled in the 1960s and made by Vlahov, a name better 
known for their historical production of Maraschino. 
 
WHITE SATIN 1960’s (GBR)   £OPEN   £19.50 
Burnett`s White Satin was first time made in England over 200 years 
ago and has grown to be one of the top selling brands in England. 
Produced according to the process estd. in 1770 by Sir Robert 
Burnett, the Lord Mayor of London. 
Burnett distills botanicals together with the spirit, instead of adding 
flavorings to neutral grain spirits.
